WORKSHOP INFORMATION
“Aiming High for Disabled Children and Young People” aims to give parents/carers an over view of the Government’s Aiming High for Disabled Children Agenda and how this is being developed in Gloucestershire. This is an opportunity to share information with parents/carers about exciting developments in services and support for disabled children/ young people and their families.
“Managing Challenging Behaviour” will look at the causes of challenging behaviour in the family and school. It will also identify what parents can do to manage the behaviour of their children better and what can be done if significant problems arise in school. There will be specific reference to children and young people with special educational needs and disability and discrimination legislation.
“Statutory Assessment & Statements of SEN” This workshop is for parents and carers who wish to find out more about Statutory Assessment & Statements. If you want to find out more about time scales, gathering evidence, how to make a Statutory Assessment request yourself and how to appeal a decision – this is the workshop for you! There will also be time for questions at the end of the session.

“Sibs” :Running groups to meet the needs of children who have a disabled sibling.
“General SEN children’s transition to Secondary school” This workshop will give a brief introduction of factors to consider when choosing a secondary school and how to go about it e.g. visits, with and without children, Making Choices support etc. It will also cover transition preparation: exchanging info, teaching skills, negotiating lines of communication etc. There will also be practical strategies to help when at secondary school and a look at resources.
 “Entitlements and More” This workshop will be presented by an Advocacy worker from Carers Gloucestershire and focus on entitlements, benefits and more.
“Parent Participation” This workshop will discuss how PP has changed in the last year.
